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Abstract
The abstract should describe your research in about 200 to 300 words. We suggest authors to follow briefly the structure of the manuscript in the abstract, including Introduction, Methods, Results and Conclusions. The abstract should be an objective representation of the article, it must not contain results which are not presented and substantiated in the main text and should not exaggerate the main conclusions. The heading “Abstract” should be in center, italics with 12 font size. The content of abstract should be indented 0.5 inches on both left and right side. The word ‘Keywords’ should be in bold and italics. Five keywords should be added in italics and the first letter of each word should be capitalized. 
Keywords: Keyword One, Keyword Two, Keyword Three, Keyword Four, Keyword Five (keywords should reasonably common within the subject discipline)

1. Introduction
The title of the paper should be capitalized, centered, bold and in font size 12. The author or authors name should be capitalized and centered. (Ex. NOAM CHOMSKY). The affiliation of the authors should be centered, italics and with font size 12 (Ex. Bharathiar University, Coimbatore). The Email Id should be added below affiliation with center alignment and font size 10 (Ex. emailidexample@gmail.com).
 The body of the manuscript should be written in one column with 1.5 line spacing in Times New Roman font (for English) and Arial Unicode MS font (for Tamil and other Indian languages) with font size 12, justified. Leave margin of 3 cm (1.18 inches) on left, 2.5cm (0.98 inches) on right, 2.5 cm (0.98 inches) on top and bottom.
The article should contain minimum of 2000 words and maximum of 3000 words excluding reference.
The introduction is a mandatory section. It should include brief introduction in a context and background that clearly define the purpose of the study. The references included in the Introduction must be presented to discuss previous and current research in the area and to strengthen the importance of your argument. 
Examples (in English) should be numbered, center aligned and should be in italics. Follow Leipzig Glossing Rules.

The first alphabet of the first word should alone be in upper case and others in lower case and bold.	
1.1.1. Consecutive of sequential
The first alphabet of the first word should alone be in upper case and others in lower case, bold & italics.
1.1.1.1. Consecutive of sequential
	The first alphabet of the first word should alone be in upper case and others in lower and italics (not bold). )

2. Research Questions/Aims & Objectives
This section title is only a suggestion. In any case this section is mandatory. The Aim and Objectives or the Research Questions should clearly be described in sufficient detail for the reader to understand.

3. Literature Review & Framework
The in-text citations should include author’s surname and publication year and page number if needed. Use ‘et al’ if there are more than two authors after the first author’s surname. Follow the below format. 
Mitchell (2017) states……or…. (Mitchell, 2017) or (Mitchell, 2017, p.23).

4. Methods
The section title is only a suggestion. It can also be called “Methodology”, “Materials and Methods”, “Theory and Methods“, etc. In any case, this section is mandatory. The topic should be described in sufficient detail for the reader to understand, repeat the experiment and assess whether the methods justify the conclusions. Clearly describe any restrictions on accessing materials or information related to your research.

5. Data Analysis 
All figures and tables should be left aligned and cited in the main text as Figure 1, Table 1, Graph 1, Figure 2, Table 2, Graph 2, etc., on the top of the figure/table/graph etc., with its corresponding description.

Same format should be followed for chart and graph.

6. Discussion/Observation
The section title is only a suggestion. Authors should discuss the results and how they can be interpreted in perspective of previous studies and of the working hypotheses. The findings and their implications should be discussed in the broadest context possible. Future research directions may also be highlighted.

7. Conclusion
This section is mandatory. As a suggestion, this section may include (1) principles, relationships, and generalizations inferred from the results (but not a restatement or summary of the results); (2) any exceptions to or problems with those principles, relationships, and generalizations, as indicated by the results; (3) agreements or disagreements with previously published work; and (4) implications and significance of the work. The conclusion should not include figures, tables, equations, or reference citations.

8. References (APA 7th edition)
Use APA 7th edition style for reference and alphabetize the references.  Below are the examples of references for different sources.
